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Litter Breakdown — What Did We Find?

Plastic ltems made up the
greatest proportion of litter
(38%), highlighting the
importance of addressing
plastic pollution in our
environment.

Cigarette butts and other
smoking-related items (e.g.
packaging, lighters) were
next, comprising 26% of all
litter pieces.

Delving deeper into the
plastic items collected,
we see that food-related
items, including
wrappers, bottles, lids
and straws, make up the

majority (64%) of plastic
collected. Trail users can
help reduce plastic litter
on the trail by packing
snacks and drinks in
reusable containers.
